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South Carolina is part of the Atlantic Flyway Origins of Banded Ducks

and provides important winter habitat for Recovared in'Soith Catolina
waterfowl that are produced in the prairies, Great Excluding Wool Ducks

Lakes, and eastern Canada. South Carolina’s
coastal and interior wetlands provide important
habitat for significant numbers of mallards,
green-winged teal, ring-necked ducks, northern
pintails, and wood ducks. DU has worked to
conserve over 120,000 acres of wetlands and
associated uplands throughout South Carolina
since 1985. Our goal is to conserve habitat to
secure the future of waterfowl in South Carolina [174)
and throughout North America. Your support of
DU will help us achieve that goal.

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DU partnered with the South Carolina Depart-
ment of Natural Resources, National Wild
Turkey Federation, The Conservation Fund, U.S.
Forest Service, South Carolina Forestry Commis-
sion and the North American Wetlands Conser-
vation Council to acquire a 12,449-acre tract
situated in Williamsburg and Georgetown coun-
ties. The tract is contiguous and located adjacent
to the Santee River and contains approximately
12 miles of river frontage. A total of 772 acres
are upland hardwood and pine with the remain-
ing 11,677 acres consisting of isolated wetlands,
bottomland hardwood, and riverine swamp. In
addition to river frontage, there are approxi-
mately 145 acres in 3 oxbow lakes on the
property. An estimated 1,865 acres of palustrine
emergent wetlands provide high quality water-
fowl and wading bird habitat. This area is located
60 miles north of Charleston and is managed by
South Carolina Department of Natural Resources
for public hunting opportunities. Contact the
South Carolina Department of Natural Resources
for public hunting and related information.
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
